Fabrics Needed

Background Fabric:
4 yards cream
Light Fabrics:

A total of 1 ¾ yards assorted light prints/solids/batiks  (minimum of 7 fat quarters will work as well)

Dark Fabrics:


A total of 3 ¼ yards of assorted dark prints/solids/batiks (a minimum of 13 fat quarters will work as well)
Inner Border:
2/3 yard 

Outer Border:
1 ½ yard 

Supplies
Book:  Adventures in Leaders & Enders, by Bonnie Hunter

Basic Quilting Supplies:

· Rotary Cutter, mat & rulers
· Pins 
· marking pens or chalk pencils
· Sewing machine, thread, bobbins

· Scissors 

Pre-Class Preparation
CUTTING:  
Backing Fabric:


Cut (6) 8” x WOF strips – subcut into (66) 5” x 8” rectangles


Cut (4) 5” x WOF strips – subcut into (132) 2” x 5” rectangles


Cut (14) 2” x WOF strips – subcut into (132) 2” squares for connector squares

Light Assorted Fabrics:


Cut in 2” strips – subcut into (528) 2” squares
Dark Assorted Fabrics:


Cut in 2” strips – subcut into (1122) 2” squares
