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Introduction

Transform a sweatshirt into an original fashion statement. It’s so simple – no seams to match!
Fabrics Needed

Jacket Pattern #307

Sweatshirt – You can buy a man’s sweatshirt that is slightly oversized. Know that the shoulder will be dropped. A crew sweatshirt is best. If you want a longer jacket, you can add another piece of extra fabric from another matching sweatshirt to the bottom of your front and back pieces which means you’ll have to buy two matching sweatshirts.
Fabric needed:

Man’s small –     12 fat quarters

Man’s medium – 13 fat quarters

Man’s large or X-large – 1/3 yard of 14 different fabrics

All sizes – ½ yard fabric for binding

3 buttons

Thread to match sweatshirt and fabric

Supplies

Sewing machine: with quarter inch foot and walking foot
Pins,scissors, rotary cutter, ruler, mat…all your basic sewing supplies
