Medium Grape ⅛yd

Navy ⅛yd

Light Green ¼ yd

Medium Green ¼ yd

 Red pen

Basic Quilting Supplies:

· Rotary Cutter, mat & rulers 
· Pins 

· Pencil and/or water soluble markers
· Sewing machine, thread, bobbins, machine needles
· Scissors (fabric AND paper)
Pre-Class Preparation
Cut ALL pieces prior to class.
Be sure to mark each piece or pieces.
